The Milken Institute School of Public Health (SPH) offers the Minor in Public Health.  Through this minor, 
students are introduced to a wide range of public health topics, such as health epidemiology, health management, 
health policy, health behavior, environmental and occupational health, global health, and others. The Public Health 
Minor consists of at least 18 credits (9 credits of required public health courses and nine credits of public health 
elective courses). The minor provides a strong foundation in public health in preparation for professional schools 
including: law school, medical school, physician assistant school, allied health professional school, public health 
and health services school.
